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SUBJECT: Medigap (Medicare supplemental insurance) Insurers Fraud Referrals

Carriers and intermediaries should give high priority to fraud complaints made by Medicare
supplementa insurers. If the referral by a Medigap insurer includes investigatory findings indicating
fraud slemming from Ste reviews, beneficiary interviews, provider interviews and/or medical record
reviews, contractors should (a) conduct an immediate data run to determine possible Medicare |osses
and (b) refer the case to the Office of Inspector General (OI1G).

In addition to the referral of such cases to the OIG, contractors should also identify and take
additional corrective action to prevent future improper payments (e.g., by placing the provider or

supplier's claims on prepayment review). Contractors are responsible for taking reasonable and
appropriate measures to protect the Trust Fund.
